Preface
Electrical Safety Instructions:

Alterations of the given power unit and control box aren't allowed.

• Clear up all obstacles within the height adjustment range.

• Don't leave the cords or plug unorganized in order to prevent tripping hazards.

• Any attempts to reconstruct the desk frame aren't allowed.

• Don't add anything to the adjustable junctions of the desk frame.

• Outdoor use is prohibited.  

This electric height adjustable standing desk consists of a heavy-duty steel desk frame and a motorized height 
adjustment system. Please read and completely understand this manual before installation in order to make sure the 
safe and correct use of the system and maintain the longevity of the overall construction and the built-in electronics.

Note: The drawings of both of the crossbar and side brackets are the backside of the components. Please make 
sure the crossbar and side brackets keep facing down while installation, which is convenient for the further steps.

• Please prepare a spacious area for installation, and put a shipping blanket on the area
   to prevent scratches.
• Carefully place the desktop(not included) upside down on the blanket.
•�Insert the anti-vibration pads         over the mounting holes found along the crossbar and side brackets.
• Place the crossbar      and side brackets           upside down onto the desktop.
• Insert the side brackets           to each end of the crossbar     . Note: You build a left or right hand 
   return depending on the position of these brackets (see the diagrams at the right). You will not use screws during this step.

• Then adjust the frame to suit the size of the desktop.

Attaching the Lifting Columns

• Insert one lifting column into one end of the crossbar with 
   the head of the lifting column facing inward. Make sure the 
   mounting holes on the lifting column completely align with 
   the screw holes on the crossbar.
• Fix the lifting column     with crossbar using 4 screws 
   with the Allen wrench        .
• Repeat the same process to assemble the other lifting column.

Attaching the Desktop

• Position the frame onto the desktop as shown being sure to align the shorter side of the bracket as 
   close to the edge of the desktop as possible. 
• Drill holes into the screw locations no less than 3mm in diameter and not exceeding 10mm in depth.
• Insert and tighten the screws         with Phillips Screwdriver.S-C

Align the shorter edge of the bracket as close 
to the desktop edge as possible.

To protect the desktop from splintering or other 
issues, we recommend drilling pilot holes prior 
to installing screws.

To attach the long foot      :
• Attach the foot to the column that is installed to the 
   widest side of the desktop(as shown) using 4 screws         
   with Allen wrench        .

To attach the short foot     :
• Repeat the same process to attach the another foot using 
   4 screws         with Allen wrench        .

• Align the mounting holes on the fixing plate with the screw holes as shown. 
• Attach the fixing plate     on the center of the crossbar with 2 screws         using a Phillips screwdriver.

Note: The fixing plate can be attached to either of the right side and the left side. 
The arrow on the fixing plate indicates the direction of sliding in the control box. 
Follow the direction of the arrow to mount the control box in the next step.

• Insert the power plug      in the port marked "AC".I

• Connect the two motor cords to the two ports 
   marked "M1" and "M2" (one on each side of the 
   control box).

There 
  is no corresponding relation between the motor ports and the lifting columns.

Attaching the Cable Management Tray

• Attach the tray hangers      to the cable management tray      with 
  4 screws         from below using Phillips Screwdriver.
• Attach the cable management tray to the desktop with screws         using drill. 
• Note: To protect the desktop from splintering or other issues, we recommend 
   drilling pilot holes prior to installing screws.
